The United States Citizenship and Immigration Service ("USCIS") has published a final rule increasing the maximum period of time a Trade-NAFTA (TN) professional worker from Canada or Mexico may remain in the U.S. from one year to three years.  The rule provides for initial TN admission of up to three years as well as extensions in increments of three years. TN is a work authorized visa classification available to Canadian and Mexican citizens who possess at least a Bachelor's degree or appropriate professional credentials and who have a job offer from a U.S. employer in certain occupational fields pursuant to NAFTA (North American Free Trade Agreement.)  For details about the TN classification,  review the FAQ attached to the USCIS Notice announcing the change.
